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CONTEXTO

La descarbonización del transporte, que representa alrededor de ⅓ del total de C02 emisiones equivalentes, es

fundamental para alcanzar los objetivos climáticos a nivel europeo y nacional. El paquete climático Fit for 55, que

entra en su fase final de negociación, es una oportunidad única para reducir los impactos ambientales de la

movilidad y materializar el Pacto Verde Europeo. Sin embargo, durante la Presidencia española del Consejo de la

Unión Europea aún se están discutiendo expedientes clave de transporte, lo que ofrece la última oportunidad para

avanzar en la agenda climática y de transporte antes de entrar en las elecciones europeas de 2024.

En este marco, la Alianza por una Presidencia española del Consejo de la Unión Europea ambiciosa con la acción

climática organiza un evento paralelo durante la reunión informal ministerial de Transporte que tendrá lugar en

Barcelona los días 21 y 22 de septiembre. Diversos temas relacionados con la necesaria y urgente descarbonización

del transporte se debatirán durante mesas redondas temáticas con representantes de los principales Estados

miembros, la Comisión Europea, la industria y la sociedad civil que trabajan en la agenda climática y de transporte a

nivel nacional y de la UE.

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CONTEXT

The decarbonisation of transport, representing around ⅓ of total C02 eq. emissions, is essential to reach the

climate objectives at European and national level. The Fit for 55 climate package, entering its final negotiation

phase, is an unique opportunity to reduce the environmental impacts of mobility and materialize the European

Green Deal. However, key transport files are still being discussed during the Spanish presidency of the Council of

the European Union, offering the last chance to advance the climate & transport agenda before entering into

European elections in 2024.

In this framework, the Civil Society Alliance for a climate ambitious Spanish EU Presidency is organizing a side-event

during the EU informal ministerial meeting on Transport taking place in Barcelona the 21th and 22th of September.

Diverse topics related to the necessary and urgent decarbonisation of transport will be discussed during thematic

round tables with representatives of key Member States, European Commission, Industry and Civil Society actors

working on climate & transport agenda at EU and national level.

The revision of the ambient air quality directive, the new Euro 7 standards to reduce pollutant
emissions from motorized vehicles, the revision of the Regulation on CO2 emission standards for
heavy-duty vehicles and the promotion of an European cycling strategy are major transport and
environmental files that are critical to fight air pollution provoking around 300.000 premature
deaths annually (EEA).
